
Official Rules and Regulation 
PRINCESS ELBERTA CONTEST 

Conducted and Sponsored by the Johnson County Peach Festival Association 
 

Contest is to be held June 13th, 2008 at the Clarksville High School fine arts building. 
 
1. All contestants must be at least 5 years old on or before the date of the competition, 
and not have reached their 7th birthday (only 5 and 6 year olds are eligible) and they 
and/or their parents must be residents of Johnson County, Arkansas.  
2. An entry fee of $25 must be paid when the entry form is returned. Entrants will not be 
considered as contestants until the fee is paid. In case of twins, $50 will be paid. Twins 
will be presented as a unit and will be given duplicate prizes if they win.  
3. Entries will be accepted until March 28, 2008. These forms should be turned in before 
5p.m. on the closing date.  
4. If neither natural parent is deceased then both names should be listed on the form 
regardless of marital status. Both names will be used in all publicity unless other 
arrangements to both parties are made.  
5. In order for the girl's picture to be in the Peach Festival brochure, you will need to 
Make an appointment with Gallery One at 754-7700 after you have returned the entry 
form. 
6. It is necessary for the girl to wear a SHORT, fluffy dress for the judging on Friday 
morning at the tea party and again on stage Friday night. The same dress may be worn on 
all occasions. MAKEUP IS NOT TO BE USED ON THE GIRLS AND WILL AFFECT 
THERE RATING WITH THE JUDGES.  
7. Rehearsals for the festival stage appearance will be held on Wednesday and Thursday 
at 5p.m. at the Clarksville High School. This will be during the week of Peach Festival.  
8. Each contestant must appear before the judges the morning of Friday, June 13, 2008 at 
9:00am at a tea party for the contestants and judges, at the University of the Ozarks Seay 
Student Center. Judging will be at this time and contestants should wear their competition 
dress. The contestants will also be judged Friday night on stage.  
9. All entrants may ride the float in the parade at 1O:00am on Saturday, June 14, 2008.  
10. All contestants who have returned the registration form and entry fee are invited to 
take part in the Little Mister Pageant on Saturday, March 29, 2008 at the Clarksville High 
School Fine Arts Building. Short dress (not competition style) is recommended for this 
occasion in which they will make a stage appearance.
